The Epistle 
The Reading is from St. Paul's Letter to the Galatians 3:23-29; 4:1-5 

    BRETHREN, before faith came, we were confined under the law, kept under restraint 

until faith should be revealed.  SO that the law was our custodian until Christ came, that 

we might be justified by faith.
